Credit is equal to presentation plus preparation. 

Preparation is limited to two times presentation. 

Repeat instruction of the same material within the renewal period 
is not accepted.

Half credits are accepted after the first hour.

One semester hour equals 15 CPE hours.

One quarter hour equals 8 CPE hours. 

Non credit courses - each classroom hour will equal one qualifying 
hour.

FIRM MEETINGS

Instructor credits are limited 
to 50% of total hours.

INSTRUCTION

Combined credit is limited to 
16 hours.

PERSONAL DEVELOPMENT/
COMMUNICATIONS

Authorship credits are limited 
to 16 hours.

PUBLISHED MATERIALS

Self-study credits are limited 
to 50% of total hours.

SELF-STUDY

University/College credits are 
limited to 50% of total hours.

UNIVERSITY/COLLEGE

COURSE APPROVAL: Pre-approval of CPE courses is encouraged through the use of the Board's "Program Qualification Form.”
